Dear Fellow Stewards,

We discover, as disciples, the call to take care of each other, even those on the very
margins of our society. Yes, the ones who are easy to ignore many of whom are
immigrants to our country.

While there are many complex political realities to be considered with the issue of
immigration, we believe as Catholic Christians that we are all God’s children. When
we get to know people individually and hear their stories, we put a human face on “
a problem” and it makes it personal, not merely political.

If we realized how interdependent we are, might it not help us to see one another as
God does-as brothers and sisters, equal in dignity, all God’s children, struggling to
live, to love, to survive in an ever changing complex and all too violent world? God
sees us as a family. And the meal God sets before us is the Eucharist where there is
a place at the table for everyone.

I recently read an article in the Columban Magazine that summed up this whole idea:
“Our God is the God of life and of plenty, not the God of scarcity and exclusion. At
this table, all are welcome, all are fed and there are still baskets of goodness leftover
to share.”

JUSTICE IN THE WORLD, a 1971 statement from the Synod of Bishops meeting in
Rome said the following, “Action on behalf of justice and participation in the trans-
formation of the world fully appears to us as a constitutive dimension of the preach-
ing of the Gospel.” Working for justice for the most marginalized is the only option
for the authentic disciple of Jesus.
