Dear Fellow Disciples,

Today, we begin the celebration of our annual Catholic Schools Week. The theme
chosen for this year is “Catholic Schools: Faith, Academics, Service.” |thank all of
you who generously give of your resources to make an excellent Catholic education
available and affordable to all the children of our parish family. | congratulate the
students, staff and faculty at St. Joseph School. As the Pastor/Superintendant, | am
very proud of all of them.

In my continuing concern for the mandate from Secretary Sebelius, which clearly
attacks our religious conscience and freedom, | came across words our Holy Father
spoke the day before the mandate was handed down as he addressed a number of
American Bishops visiting Rome.

Pope Benedict XVI said, “It is imperative that the entire Catholic community in the
United States come to realize the grave threats to the Church’s public moral witness
presented by a radical secularism which finds increasing expression in the political
and cultural spheres.” “Of particular concern,” he continued, “are certain attempts
being made to limit that most cherished of American freedoms, the freedom of relig-
ion.” He advocates once again the right of conscientious objection on the part of
Catholic individuals and institutions with regard to cooperation in intrinsically evil
practices; and a tendency to reduce religious freedom to mere freedom of worship
without guarantees of respect for freedom of conscience.

Our Holy Father urges the Catholic laity of the United States to become more en-
gaged, articulate and well informed about these issues and have the courage to
counter a reductive secularism, which would delegitimize the church’s participation
in public debate about the issues which are determining the future of American
society.

Certainly, Catholic education plays a vital Catechetical role in informing
our laity and preparing them to stand for truth even in the midst of a cul-
ture more comfortable with lies. May you have a blessed week.
